Aims and Principles:

During the course, students will use the tools of media art to create performative
micro-narratives in the form of short videos. The assignments tackles with the
representativeness of different conceptual situations, emotional and philosophical phenomena,
and the relationship of image and action.

During the semester, two complex audiovisual situational exercises should be created in the
form of looped video installations and actions. (In case of a quarantine these can be solved at
home). The students will work in groups of three on the assignments, which can be recorded
at Térkisérleti miterem and outdoor venues of the university.

In addition to audiovisual design exercises, the course also aims to create a real-life media art
production situation for students, experimenting in a more autonomous field of art using the

different prior knowledge and skills of students from different disciplines.
