Topics to be processed within the course:
Composition,proportionality, rythm, dynamic composition,  perspective representation, anatomic knowledge, volume ration, light and shade contrast, plasticity, color contrast, character of shapes and forms, color harmonies, abstraction, reduction in imaging,  drawing and painting techniques
Tasks:
  1. Sketches
2. Monochrome techniques with shapes.
3.Color compositions, shapes and environment.
4. Re-interpretation of a known painting.
5. Own portrait or alternative portrait.



	
Peculiarities of learning organization / process organization:

Studio work, oversight by tutor. Teacher’s feedback and corrections.Studio drawing from a live model. Working at home, independent work, weekly consultations. Each task is assisted by lectures with slides. Tasks are concluded during monthly evaluation. 



Students' tasks:
 Through the given composition task and careful observation, go through the stages of comprehension, drawing, imaging. Composing, considering, deciding. Studio work with individual consultations and corrections. Drawing and painting from model: A/1 and A/2 sizes, sketches: A/3 size

Participation in the course and consultations. Presenting their work for semester evaluation. Preparation of exhibition and presentation slides.
